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Of course some young people may only need the 
service once or twice. Others may decide to take 
a sexual health course or join a group. The kitchen 
is an important room at WEYES, many young 
people eat a great deal of take-away or instant 
food, so learning to prepare and cook a simple dish 
then enjoy it in company is a great and immediate 
satisfaction. 

WEYES adapts to meet the 
particular needs of  young people.
16 year old Gemma was bullied at 
school, she and her mother both 
took it up with the teachers but 
they were unable to do anything 
effective about it. Gemma refused 
to go to school because they 
could not guarantee her safety 
but still wanted to sit her GCSEs. 
It was a stalemate until a WEYES 
worker visiting the school about 
another matter offered Gemma 
the opportunity to sit her GCSEs 
in a quiet room at WEYES. That is 
what happened and to Gemma’s 
relief  her results were good.

The WEYES campaign
For 12 years WEYES operated from a rented 
building. The young people who used it told us that 
one of the reasons for the success of WEYES was 
the building and its position. So when it came up 
for sale two years ago Children North East bought 
the property. We are extremely grateful to _Space 
Architecture and Management or their continuing 
generous support for Children North East. _Space 
have drawn plans to renovate and extend the 
WEYES building paying close attention to the views 
of young people and staff. Planning permission has 
recently been secured and _Space intend to oversee 
the rest of the building project.

We are delighted that Newcastle actors Tim Healy 
who grew up near to the WEYES project, and his 
wife Denise Welch have become Celebrity Patrons 
for Children North East and have agreed to promote 
the fundraising appeal for renovation of the WEYES 
building in particular.
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As a charity Children North East provides a service to 
the community so that people and businesses can 
give to children, young people and families who are 
experiencing difficult times in their lives. Charitable giving 
also enables us to add value to our existing services and 
helps us initiate and develop new and pioneering work 
that supports children, young people and families in the 
region.

The People’s Postcode Lottery
Children North East is delighted to be a charity partner 
of The People’s Postcode Lottery.  This lottery, where 
the ticket number is your home postcode, was launched 
in the North East in 2005. Since then it has raised well 
over £2 million for charities from those who play. Since 
September 2008 The People’s Postcode Lottery has 
given almost £170,000 to Children North East. We are 
very grateful for this unrestricted income which enables 
us to support so many more children, young people and 
families than would otherwise be possible.
